This Branch welcomes the recent ruling of the outcome of the recent Employment Tribunal  between Glenn Kelly, Onay Kasab, Brian Debus and Suzanne Muna  and UNISON.
The Judgement stated: “The unanimous judgement of the tribunal is that all the claimants were unjustifiably disciplined contrary to section 64 of the Trade Union and 

Labour Relations (Consolidated) Act 1992.”
This means Glenn Kelly, Suzanne Muna, Onay Kasab and Brian Debus should never have been disciplined let alone barred from holding office.

This follows a determined campaign by the four and their supporters which has lasted for over three years in which it was widely recognised that the persecution of the four was because they challenged the position of the union and had nothing to do with the disgraceful smear of racism.
We call on UNISON to immediately lift the ban on the four from holding office and to end the “Regional Supervision” of the Bromley, Greenwich and TSA UNISON branches.

UNISON should desist from spending any more time and money trying to bar these members from holding office within UNISON.
